Welcome to Peace College for the 26th Annual North Carolina Quilt Symposium (NCQS).  

GENERAL INFORMATION

N. C. Quilt Symposium is a 3-day quilt conference featuring workshops and lectures by national teachers, many of whom are the authorities in their specialties, a participants’ quilt show and fashion show, several special exhibits, and a large merchants’ mall.

Registration will begin at 1 p.m. on Thursday, May 20.  The quilt show and merchants’ mall will open at 3 p.m.  NCQS 2004 will officially open for full-time boarding students with dinner on Thursday.  Please plan your arrival so you can check in and be in the dining room by 5:30 pm for the cafeteria-style meal.  Food service will end at 6:30 pm. and our program, the Teachers’ Show-and-Tell, will begin promptly at 7 p.m.  Full-time day students are invited to all evening programs.

After the program, the North Carolina Quilt Symposium, Inc. (NCQSI) Board and the Durham-Orange Quilters’ Guild, Inc. invite you to a welcoming reception for treats and the presentation of Quilt Show special awards.

WORKSHOPS AND LECTURES
Classes will begin Friday morning and will continue until Sunday noon.  Each of the five time periods will contain workshops and lecture; some workshops are for one period, some for two or more.  Note: some full-day workshops will begin in the afternoon and finish at noon the next day.

The Lecture for Saturday afternoon is a bus trip to the Page-Walker Arts and History Center in Cary, NC.  It will feature a Curators Tour of “Art Quilts: Elements” a juried exhibition.  

You may opt to attend Symposium as a full-time boarding student, a full-time day student (not staying on campus but taking part in all activities, with lunch included each day), or as a part-time day student taking one or more classes or lectures.  Full-time students, day or boarding, will have first preference for classes.

Peace College has several large dormitories, many of which are newly renovated, with sufficient space to accommodate about 275 participants.  Peace College is air-conditioned and most dorm rooms are arranged in suites.  The college is generally handicapped accessible.  In addition, we have taken a block of rooms at the Wingate Inn, about 10 minutes from campus.  These rooms are available for a special Quilt Symposium 2004 rate of $59 plus tax, regardless of the number of occupants, and include a free continental breakfast, TV, and internet access.  Most rooms have two double beds, some have king-size beds, and there are also a few rollaway cots available.  We will have either a bus or van service back and forth during the day if it is needed, although the Inn is a short straight drive from the campus. Those participants who opt to stay at the Wingate should register as full-time day students, and are eligible for all classes, lunches, and evening programs.  If you wish to have dinner on campus for any night, please mark the registration form accordingly.  You must arrange for the room yourself with a credit card.  The telephone number for the Wingate Inn is (919) 821-0888; the fax number is (919) 834-5605.  They are holding a block of rooms for us until April 28, 2004. Any reservation requests coming in after that will be filled at the Symposium rate if there are rooms available.

Requests for staying on campus or being a full-time day student staying at the Wingate will be honored on a first-come, first-served basis; so be sure to mark your preference.  If you do not have a roommate, for either the dorms or the motel, please mark that on the Registration Form and we will try to find you one.  When either site fills, participants will be notified before being placed in the other.

All full-time participants may choose up to 12 hours of workshops for four time periods and must select at least one lecture for the 5th period.  The lecture will last approximately one hour, leaving you free time in that period to attend the Quilt Show and Merchants’ Mall.  You may opt for more than one lecture if you wish.  Please include your lecture choice on the Registration Form in the appropriate period or one will be chosen for you.

Participants will be assigned to workshops and lectures on a first-come, first-served basis.  We will attempt to give each full-time participant (boarding or day) at least one first choice, depending on how quickly the classes fill.  Part-time students will be assigned to classes after the full-time students are scheduled.

We strongly suggest you send in the Registration Form promptly since available space will limit our enrollment.  Please mark more than one choice for each period, star one class you want above all others, and copy your completed forms for your own record.  If you wish acknowledgement that your registration was received, please include a self-addressed, stamped postcard.  Remember to send in the forms for the Quilt Show and Fashion Show separately.

Once you are registered, no refunds will be made unless there is a waiting list, in which case a $20 registration fee will be withheld.

Pfaff and Elna are lending sewing machines for classroom use, AND donating machines for grand Door Prizes.  Machines will be available for rent on a limited basis.  Contact Rena Lumley for rental information.

EVENING PROGRAMS
We have planned a variety of programs for Friday and Saturday night after dinner, which is open to all full-time participants.  Friday’s choices are The Participant Fashion Show with awards presented by NCQSI or a Trunk Show by Patricia Campbell.  Pat’s wonderful sense of humor and sharing spirit will enchant you the minutes she begins to speak.  The choices for Saturday are a Wearable Art Trunk Show by Priscilla Kibbee with 20+ garments that you will have the opportunity to examine or a Trunk Show by Linda Schmidt.  This entertaining trunk show of more than 20 quilts and 15 ensembles, demonstrates what happens when a person with a short attention span enters the world of quilting and wearable art.
QUILT SHOW
The Symposium Quilt Show is a chance for participants to share their quilts with each other, the judges and the general public.  We would like to encourage you to take this opportunity to share your work with everyone.
Ribbons will be awarded in all categories and monetary prizes will be given by NCQSI and Durham Orange Quilters’ Guild, Inc.  Quilts must have been completed in the last five years and may not have been exhibited at a previous NCQS quilt show.  Each quilt entered will receive a written critique from the judges.  Please refer to the enclosed NCQA 2004 Quilt Show Registration Form for entry requirements and rules. The theme of the 2004 Block Party is “Symbols of Southern Hospitality.”  Each participant is invited to make an unquilted 12” finished pieced or appliqued block using fabric we will send you in April, together with other fabrics of your own.  The blocks will be displayed at Symposium and voted on for Viewer’s Choice awards.  ‘There will be several Viewer’s Choice winners depending on the number of blocks turned in.  Winners will receive an assortment of blocks to make into their very own Symposium memory quilt!  Block Party fabrics and complete instructions will be sent with Symposium Workshop assignments in April.  Please check the appropriate box on the registration form to participate.  We have a limited supply of kits so reply early!  First come – first served!

Postcards from North Carolina

All Symposium 2004 attendees, along with DOQ members and friends, are invited to participate in "Postcards from NC", a silent auction of small quilts.  Proceeds from the auction will benefit Cornucopia Cancer Support Center, which serves anyone touched by cancer.

 

Quilts donated to this project should be small (18" maximum on any side) and can be any style--pieced, appliqued, mixed, etc.   They should be like postcards from our beautiful state showing flowers, trees, birds, landscapes, landmarks or anything that resembles NC.

Pre-class preparation includes making templates from freezer paper or your favorite template material and pre-marking the motif on the background fabric.  In class June will present a trunk show of several samples; students will work on their design/fabric layout, and possibly begin sewing.  Please note: not everyone will be ready to sew during class; however, the project will be machine ready for work at home.  P.S. Shishu – Japanese Embroidery

Scrap Half-Log Cabin

New, improved, better than ever!  This workshop is designed to be fun while at the same time teaching you an exciting new technique to produce these Log Cabin variation blocks.  The technique works best with scrap, rather than control fabrics.  To simplify your cutting for this workshop I have planned that we will begin with a fabric trade.  Lots can be learned from this experience too…including working with values and print types that you might not normally have in your collection.  Another beauty of working scrap, is that you can’t ever run out of fabric!  Once home you can just keep cutting 2” strip and build more and more Half Log Cabin Blocks.

Broken Dishes: and Then-Some

Intimidated by triangles?  This workshop concentrates on several different techniques for cutting and piecing half-square triangles successfully.  We will be using the Broken Dishes unit for our base design, but you DO NOT have to be limited to that structure.  Lots of design and quilt ideas will be explored for ways to use the triangle units you make.  Elna Sewing Machines will be provided.
Sampler Quilts with Attitude!



(Lecture)

Real quilts, all sampler variations, will be shared as Sharyn focuses on the problem solving techniques used to make sampler quilts successful and stunning, rather than ordinary.  Samplers don’t have to be like the ones we made in the 1980’s.

SUSAN EDMONSON

Susan started quilting in 1981 as a trial & error hobby (mostly error in the beginning) since she had never sewn except in Jr. High Home Economics.  Susan has designed seven quilt kits & patterns for Jo-Anns fabric stores. She has also designed several patterns from which she teaches classes.  Her main interest is Folk Art! And she loves to work with all the old looking fabrics and has gotten into wool appliqué. Susan enjoys teaching people to “lighten up” and not to stress over a project. This is supposed to be fun!!!!!!!!!! And I want everyone to have fun in my classes while learning some new techniques & tips and also create a fun project!

Crazy ‘Bout Pockets

This little wall hanging will make a great gift for that special loved one! We are going to make a Crazy Quilt block for part of the project with lots of hand embroidery stitching. Next we will use an assortment of vintage looking fabrics for the other blocks making little pockets to add notes or special little sayings for your special person. Remember all

those sayings your grandmother used to tell you? So bring lots of old buttons and fun pin on items you never knew what to do with. They now have a home! There is also a little felted wool heart and I will bring dried flowers or herbs from my garden to put in one of the large pockets (this will depend on what is growing & blooming at the time!) This wall hanging could be used for jewelry storage also!  Pattern fee: $9.00
The “OL” Bag

I found an old sewing bag in an antique store years ago, so I decided to create a new version and make it into a very useful and “pretty” sewing bag!  Remember that BIG floral print on curtains from the 30’s & 40’s? Well it seems to be in again, so using a decorator fabric (or a 100% cotton linen like plaid or striped dish towel) we will make the bag and then make pockets to carry your sewing necessities. For added interest we are going to make some prairie points too! So start digging out all your old ric-rac, lace, buttons and whatever you have to sew on your very personal sewing bag! I will also demonstrate how to make some wool accessories such as a pincushion, needle case & painting a wooden needle keeper. This is a bag you can decorate to your hearts content!

Embroidery, beading & many embellishing techniques will be covered. You can add buttons, beads, tiny bits of lace or whatever fun stuff you may have. These little pockets make “great” gifts for your sewing friends!  Pattern fee: $5.00

Begin a wall hanging with your choice of an off-center pattern with unique graphics, a classic block colored traditionally or innovatively, or try a new Flying Geese pineapple design.  Work on computer-generated foundation papers for absolute accuracy.

(Lecture)

An overview of all the ways you can design and piece borders to frame your quilts uniquely.  Specific design categories and techniques make it easy to enhance any work.  Slides, quilts, and words.

ANN JOHNSTON

Ann has pioneered the uses of fiber-reactive dye on fabric and now, frequently, the fabric itself is a source of inspiration for the structure of a quilt.
Intro to Dye Painting




(B,I,A) (12)

Fiber reactive dyes are washable and will not leave a surface texture on the fabric, so they are particularly appropriate for quilters.  Procion MX dyes can be painted or printed directly to the fabric in a process that works well in a small space without needing heat or steam treatment.  In this workshop we will go over all the basics about these dyes: characteristics, recipes, and sources.  Students will spend most of the class time painting on cotton.  We will practice color mixing and create a sampler of techniques, learning to control the dye without resist in thick as well as thin mixtures.  I will lead students through step by step, demonstrating and explaining each exercise.  My goal is to introduce some of the techniques in Color by Design, so the students have enough knowledge and experience to start using dye at home on their own projects. We’ll cover as many techniques and dye as much fabric as we can in two days, so get ready!




Texture and Relief for Quilters



(Lecture)

It’s not done till it’s quilted.  That is Ann’s problem and her fascination with quilts.  She uses slides of her own quilts going back over 25 years to show how the quilting adds pattern, texture, and most importantly, dimension to a quilt top.  This lecture explores the potential of quilting by hand as well as with domestic and longarm sewing machines.  The physical realities of different stitches, methods, and patterns – advantages and disadvantages – will be discussed and illustrated.

PRISCILLA KIBBEE

Priscilla has been involved in the Wearable Art scene since the 1970’s, designing and making quilted and wearable garments.  She is continually searching out classes that will address new and innovative methods to incorporate in clothing construction.

Embellishment

We will explore a variety of embellishments, including scrunching fabric, working with metallic and specialty threads, adding cords and trims, manipulating fabric in a number of ways and much much more.  Add pizzazz to your quilts and wearables.  Machine required.

The Fabulous Bog Coat

Take 1 ½ yards of fabric, make a few simple cuts, add neck and sleeve bands, and you have a beautiful jacket.  By doubling the amount of fabric you can make the jacket reversible.  This is a great pattern for big prints that are hard to match. I will also demonstrate methods of making the coat from patchwork.  Machine required.  

Beading by Machine

Now that Cross-locked strings of beads are no longer available, I developed a method of easily sewing strings of beads on garments and quilts invisibly by machine.  Methods of sewing on individual beads by machine will also be shown.

Baltimore Beyond Miniatures

Most quilters are in awe when they see a Baltimore Album quilt for the first time.  With the layering of applique, the paper cut style of cutting patterns, embellishments and the 3-D flower effects, most quilters believe this type of applique is out of their range.  But take the plunge by making one of these beauties, by starting with a small version.  Create the realistic look of a traditional block but with a fast and easy method, without seams to turn under.  Lean an easy layering placement technique for assembling the pieces together on your square.  Also choose the layout for your blocks in a more traditional layout, or set your Baltimore Album blocks into a traditional pieced square layout, to combine both applique and piecing.

Hummers & Trumpets Stained Glass

Fabric: 7/8 yd muslin – pre-washed for front foundation  -- 1 ¾ yards for front and back; 1 yard total – assorted fabrics for pieced fronts – one bold-scale print to feature on left front; 6-12 coordinating prints and solids for piecing and fan blades. Recommended fabrics – silks, kimono, obi, Chinese and Thai, dupioni, ties, scarves, etc.; rayon; cotton: batik, hand-dyed, Japanese-inspired prints, handkerchiefs; novelty fabrics: velvet, velveteen, moiré, taffeta, drapery cotton

If you are large busted, bring along another vest pattern which buttons higher on the chest; we will combine the two to create a pattern which will work for you.   Bring extra muslin!

Sewing Machine.  BSK to include: pencil, eraser, paper scissors, fabric scissors, stitch ripper, machine needles, straight pins, thread to match fabrics, template material, extension cord, multiple outlet if possible, tape measure, fabric adhesive (spray, glue stick or other type)

Fabric: Wall hanging – background – solid or subtle print – 1 yard 44-45” wide; ¼ yard binding; 1 yd. back; 36” square batting

Jacket – background – solid or subtle print – 4 ¼ yd. 44-45” wide, for 30” long jacket; for 35” long  jacket 4 ¾ yard 44-45” wide (this includes enough for the lower lining); upper lining – 2 yd 44-45” wide, for all sizes, either length; batting/interlining (optional) 2 ½ yd.  NOTE: muslin is a suitable interlining.

Both: ribbons – six fat 1/8 yard prints, assorted; two fat ¼ yard large-scale prints; four scraps of 

coordinating prints; ½ yard outline fabric (optional contrast in a monochromatic scheme); ¼ yard large scale (4” or larger) floral for center (or fruit, fish, other?)

Notions: matching thread for applique and quilting; metallic thread (optional); decorative thread, chenille or ribbon (optional); jacket – 1 1/3 yard woven or non-woven interfacing

Scrap Half-Log Cabin

Elna Sewing Machine to be supplied.  Basic sewing supplies, including extension cord; Rotary Cutter, Mat, Ruler; Optional: flannel, for putting your blocks on up on the wall to watch your quilt grow!; Camera…I bring lots of quilts

Fabric:  STRIP TRADING will begin the workshop.  I am asking each participant to bring the following strips to the workshop to trade with everybody else.

2” x 12” strips of light (neutral colored prints work best)

2” x 22” strips of dark (approximately…half the width of fabric, selvage to selvage is great)

***Assume 24 participants: bring 24 light strips and 24 dark strips (The easiest is to make them the same fabric, but you may use up fabrics you have around the house, which could mean several different fabrics totaling the 24 needed strips of each value).  Please use 100% cotton, washed, PRINTS only.  They do not have to be “wonderful” fabrics, but make it fabric you would want to receive in trade.

(NOTE:  NOT trading is NOT an option.  Everyone has to trade.  However, if you would like to, you can bring additional fabric to the workshop to use either in addition to, or in lieu of, the strips received in the trade.

Broken Dishes: and Then-Some
To keep the supply list simple for the sake of the workshop I am recommending that you only bring two fabrics, one light and one dark.  Knowing how many people prefer scrap quilts today, you may bring additional fabrics IF you can make decisions fast, and IF you work fast.

Basic Supplies: Elna Sewing Machines to be supplied.  Basic related supplies, Rotary cutter, mat, ruler (4 x14 or 6 x 12 if you have it); 2 pieces of fabric, each 9” x selvage to selvage (42”?), one light and one dark PLEASE cut these pieces prior to the workshop.  IRON them well, and position them right sides together.  Keep them neat and tidy in transit to the workshop (saves us much time, etc., at the class); pins; flannel (for design wall); OPTIONAL: but bring them to the workshop if you already own them.  Bias Square Ruler, Easy Angle, Omnigrid 96 or 96L Triangle Rulers DO NOT BUY THESE FOR THE WORKSHOP!; ziplock baggies or envelopes to keep units made with different techniques separate (this was suggested by previous workshop students); camera

Crazy ‘Bout Pockets

Sewing machine in good working order. (Straight stitch machine is fine); Freezer paper; Light weight fusible web (about 10” square); Light weight sew-in interfacing (about 10” square); Pinking sheers & paper scissors; Chalk pencils (not yellow) & pencil; Rotary cutter, matt, & ruler (small ones are fine)

Fabrics:  8" square of muslin;  Fat Quarter of linen or Osnaberg (for embroidery); 6-8 small pieces cotton fabrics for crazy quilt heart; 2 Fat Quarters of stripes, plaids or small prints (not too bold in contrast); 10” pieces for other blocks (backgrounds); 24” square of cotton batting & backing (not needed for class); 

1/2 yd. for border (bigger print works well); 1 yd. for backing & binding; Light box if you have one, or we can use a window; #8 or #5 Pearl cotton embroidery threads, ranging in colors of greens, reds, gold, browns, etc. Colors that go with your fabrics. Some of the embroidery will be flowers & button flowers.

Beads, buttons (about 40 small mother-of-pearl), 3-4 1 1/2” buttons for pockets, lace, ribbon, cute pins, fun things to add on. Nymo beading thread for sewing on beads & buttons (gray or taupe is a good color; available at bead shops.); 1-2 small pieces of wool (optional); Pattern Fee: $9.00 due in class. The “OL” Bag

BSK; Sewing machine in good working order (owner’s manual); Appliqué presser foot (for Bernina #20) and Blind Hem or Edge stitching foot (for Bernina #5); PINKING SHEARS and paper scissors; 1/2 yard 54”-60” lighter drapery weight decorator fabric (NOT upholstery fabric) OR 2/3 yard of slightly heavier cotton fabric OR 2 - 100% cotton linen like dish towels; other choices of fabrics would be linen, Prairie

Cloth, twills, woven plaids, etc. Plaids, stripes or prints all look good. The heavier fabrics are more durable for the outside of the bag.  Note: The bag is sort of a 30’s look!; 3 - 4 fat quarters (for pockets) of coordinating fabrics in regular cotton fabric. Prints, stripes, polka dots, plaids, etc. all work well; just remember to be sure they coordinate w/background fabric.; 2/3 yd. 100% cotton lining fabric. Novelty prints are fun to use if they coordinate with your bag fabric.; Basic sewing thread to match bag.  Cotty thread or 40 weight MACHINE Quilting threads in colors to match the pocket fabrics.; Ric-Rac, lace, trims, etc.; 2 large buttons; 1” - 1 1/2” diameter.; 2 med. buttons; 3/4” - 1” diameter; 1 large snap

For embroidery on bag: #8 or #5 pearl cotton thread in contrasting color of bag fabrics.

Ruler, rotary cutter, & mat; 4” or 6” square ruler (optional); Freezer paper; Carpet & button thread (heavy duty thread); Chalk pencil; 1/2” buttons (optional); 6” piece of red wool, & 3” piece of green wool, & small amount of stuffing; Wooden needle case painted black (optional) (Wool needle cases will be demonstrated in class, so if you want to make one you will need to contact me for additional supplies for specific designs.) Hawaiian Quilting

Basic Sewing Kit to include pencil, eraser and sharpener, paper scissors, fabric scissors with sharp points, basting needles, thimble, straight pins.  Two 20” squares pre-washed cotton in contrasting colors.  Traditional is solid red/white, blue/yellow, green/white, but subtle prints including batiks work well.

Quilting:  the Final Touch

Basic Sewing Kit to include pencil and sharpener OR 0.5 mechanical pencil, needles and thread for basting, quilting thread, straight pins, thimble.  Quilting needles will be supplied.  12”-14” hoop or frame; Two 18”-20” squares pre-washed muslin or light colored cotton fabric; Matching piece lightweight batting (polyester or cotton/poly or very thin cotton is easiest for hand quilting).

Pineapples Plus

Intro to Dye Painting

Materials Fee $38.00 (covers the supplies Ann provides: handouts, dyes pre-measured in plastic squeeze bottles, powdered print mix, granular urea, soda ash, synthrapol, two plastic palettes, various printing materials, and 3 yards of cotton.)
Student supplies: white work surface: about 20” x 20” or larger, make with firm cardboard and white contact paper, or white foamcore and clear contact paper or a white shower curtain taped on the tables or whatever works; 1 lightweight plastic tarp to cover fabric pieces and table (8’ x 12’, 1 mil. Ok); Paint clothes/apron to wear; rubber gloves, both well-fitting and/or loose-fitting; one 1-cup (250 ml) plastic liquid measuring cup; one set plastic measuring spoons; one 1-gallon (4-liter) plastic bucket; jar(s) to rinse brushes, absorbent paper towels, old towel to clean up; 5 to 10 four-liter(one-gallon) plastic bags to carry wet fabric; 3-6 white plastic garbage bags; wide mouth plastic container like yogurt, sour cream, or food storage containers and lids 6 or more, 1-cup (250 ml) and 2 or more, 1-pint (500 ml); 6-10 plastic forks and spoons; one long handled plastic spoon; masking tape; scissors for plastic cutting; pencil and thick permanent black marker for labeling fabric; Four 1” sponge brushes; two or more larger sponge brushes, different sizes; tow or more, nylon paint brushes, brights and rounds, small to large; 1-2 smooth, firm, foam/sponge rollers, 3” to 6” wide; one small paint tray or 2 white styrofoam plates or white Styrofoam meat containers from grocery to mix colors and for applying dye to roller; 1 big sponge, 1 ½” or more thick, smooth or textured; other tools: your favorites-paint brushes, wood blocks, chunky stamps, stencils; Optional: more 100% cotton yardage, washed in hot water and detergent

PRISCILLA KIBBEE

Embellishment

Sewing Machine with zig zag; Basic sewing supplies: scissors, pins, hand sewing needles; Metallica or machine embroidery machine needles; rotary mat, ruler, cutter; Gold metallic thread (I prefer YLI); yellow cotton or polyester thread, gray thread; stabilizer-1 package of Sulky Cut a Way Soft and Sheer; Three ¼ yard pieces of fabric for Seminole strips.  You will make one center strip(plain or reads plain is best), two strips which contrast with the center strip, and two strips which contrast with the middle strips.; Three or more pieces of cotton fabric at least 10” square.  Can be scraps.; 16 cotton squares – 2” in at least 8 different colors; Invisible thread – light and dark; cording foot if you have one; seed beads on strings (these will be available in class for a small fee); small amounts of various cords and yarn (these will also be available in class); Optional - Machine quilting hoop or one that will fit under your presser foot.

The Fabulous Bog Coat

You will be choosing to make either a one-sided coat or a reversible coat.

For Both Coats:  Sewing Machine, extension cord; Basic sewing supplies, pins, matching thread, scissors, hand sewing needles; rotary mat and cutter, ruler.

For the One-Sided Coat:  The one-sided coat works best with a fabric with drape such as rayon or a heavy cotton or lightweight wool.  The amount of fabric required depends on your hip measurement.  If your hips are 44” for example or less you will need 1 ½ yards of base fabric.  If they are larger and you are using a dramatic print and you want to carefully match it you will need 3 yards of material.  If it is an easier match (a more non-descript print) you will only need 2 ½ yards.  If you decide to make the extra strip of a different color (for example a dramatic print with blue strip in front for the extra width) you will need ½ yard for this (or 1 ½ yards base fabric and ½ yard for the side strip); 1 yard contrasting fabric for the front and sleeve bands; ½ yard medium weight iron-on interfacing.

For the Reversible Coat:  Double the amount of fabric listed above except for the front and sleeve bands and the interfacing.  In this version you can use wonderful large print cotton fabrics such as Alexander Henry.
